The Great Art Fair Ltd - Standard Terms and Conditions – Christmas Fair Offer Only 

1.
Definitions


In these conditions, the following terms have the following meanings, namely: -

1.1 
“Agreement” means the legally binding arrangements entered into between the Exhibitor(s) and the Organiser and comprised in the application and the Organiser’s acceptance thereof, which agreement is subject to the conditions set out below (“the Conditions”); 

1.2
“Application” means the Stand Application Form contained on the show website duly completed or such other form of application as the Organiser may in its discretion accept; 

1.3 
“Exhibitor means any one or more Organiser(s), firm(s) or person(s) or artist(s) who has/have together applied for, and been allotted, space in the Exhibition; 

1.4 
“Exhibition” means The Great Art Fair on the date and in the venue stated on the contract or website booking form; 

1.5 
“Exhibition Date” means the proposed date of the first day of the Exhibition open to the visitors; 


1.6 
“Organiser” means The Great Art Fair Ltd,

1.7 Exemptions from any condition shall be given only at the organisers discretion and any such exemption will only be effective if it is in writing.

1.8 “Landlords” means the Owners and Management of the appointed Exhibition venues or their successors.
2.
General

The Conditions apply to all arrangements entered into by the Exhibitor and the Organiser to the exclusion of any other terms and conditions, otherwise contained in any document prepared by the Exhibitor or otherwise. No amendment to the Conditions shall be binding upon the Organiser unless in writing and signed by a director on behalf of the Organiser. Applications for space should be made by the Exhibitor on the contract; in the event that the Organiser may at its discretion accept an Application in some other form, such Application shall in all respects be subject to the conditions. All applications are subject to acceptance by the Exhibition Selection Committee whose decision is final.  No correspondence will be entered into. This Agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of England to which, under the lifetime of this agreement, Exhibitors submit themselves.  
3. Regulations

The Exhibitor shall not contravene:-

3.1
Any Act of Parliament for the time being relating to the Exhibitor’s stand or exhibits or other property.

3.2
Any requirements from time to time imposed or made by any relevant government body or official body.

3.3
Any of the Terms and Conditions issued by the Landlords in force at the time of the Exhibition.

           
3.4
The conditions of any Licenses for the sale of tobacco, wine, beer or spirits or for theatrical music, dancing, cinematographic, boxing or other licences held by the Landlords or the Organisers in relation to the Exhibition premises.

3.5 Any copyright or other rights held by a third party.
4. 
Validity

No legally binding agreement shall exist between the Exhibitor and the Organiser until the Application shall have been accepted in writing on this form signed by a director or manager on behalf of the Organiser. On such acceptance, the Organiser will grant a licence to the Exhibitor for the use of the allotted space and the relationship of the Organiser and the Exhibitor shall with regard to any space allotted to the Exhibitor by the Organiser be that of licensor and licensee.

5. 
Payments

5.1 
The Organiser will, on acceptance of the Application, invoice the Exhibitor for the full stand booking fee, such payment shall be made to the Organiser within 28 days of the invoice date.  Invoices for commission payments will be raised within 7 days of the close of the show and must be paid within 7 days of the invoice date. Due to the demand for stands, exhibitors who fail to make payment within terms will be deemed as having cancelled their stand and the organisers reserve the right to reassign the stand as they see fit.
5.2 
In the event that the Exhibitor shall fail to make any payment in full by the due date then (without prejudice to any other rights the Organiser may have hereunder) interest shall accrue thereon for the period from the due date to the date of actual payment (as well after as before judgement) at a rate equal to the base lending rate from time to time of the National Westminster Bank PLC plus 2 per cent. 

5.3 Prices quoted by the Organiser are, unless otherwise expressly stated in writing, are exclusive of value added tax (“VAT”) or any sales taxes and the Exhibitor shall, in addition, pay to the Organiser any applicable VAT or sales tax chargeable thereon at the then applicable rate.

5.4
Fees payable are calculated in UK Pounds but payment is acceptable in UK Pounds, US Dollars or Euros as listed on the website for any stand at any show.  The Organisers reserve the right to adjust the fees in relation to significant fluctuations in the foreign exchange rates.
6. 
Breach by Exhibitor

If the Exhibitor shall not pay any sum due or becoming due from it to the Organiser by the due date, shall breach any other Condition, shall become bankrupt or insolvent, shall suffer the appointment of a Receiver to any part of its assets or undertakings or (if a company) shall suffer the appointment of an administrative receiver an administrator or a resolution shall be passed or petition presented for the winding up of the Exhibitor, the Organiser may at any time thereafter by notice in writing terminate the allotment of space to the Exhibitor, revoke the licence referred to Condition 3 and re-enter upon the allotted space, remove and exclude the Exhibitor and all persons there from re-licence the same as it shall think fit and all such rights shall be without prejudice to any other rights which the Organiser may have against the Exhibitor hereunder.
7. 
Cancellation

Under the offer, if, after allocation to him of space, an Exhibitor cancels his booking or this Agreement shall be terminated under Condition 5, the Organiser reserves the right to apply the following scale of cancellation penalty charges:

7.1 
More than eight months prior to Exhibition Date, £130 per sqm booked + VAT.




7.2 
More than four months and less than eight months prior to Exhibition Date, £210 per sqm booked + VAT

7.3 
Four months or less prior to Exhibition Date, £260 per sqm booked + VAT.




7.4
Written notification of intent to cancel must be sent to the Organiser by recorded delivery. 

7.5 On cancellation, the licence referred to in Condition 4 shall be terminated and the Organiser shall be free to re-licence the space as it shall think fit.
7.6 Exhibitors who fail to occupy their stand will be charged the full applicable rate for the stand.
If the Exhibition is cancelled by the Organisers for whatever reason, all stand fees will be reimbursed.  No other expenses will be reimbursed unless specifically authorised by the Organisers in writing.  
8.
Occupation of Space

The Exhibitor undertakes to occupy the space allotted to him by commencement of business on the Exhibition Date. In the event that the Exhibitor fails to do so he shall be deemed thereby to have cancelled his booking in accordance with the provisions of Condition 7 and the cancellation charges referred to at Condition 7.3 and the provisions of Condition 7.5 shall apply. The exhibitor agrees to reasonable floorplan adjustment and necessary re-allocation of stand space as the organiser deems necessary to the success of the exhibition.

9. 
Reduction of Space

In the event an Exhibitor may wish to reduce the size of his booking after allocation of space, notification in writing must be sent to the Organiser by recorded delivery. The Organiser reserves the right to apply the scale of cancellation charges set out in Condition 7 to the proportion to which the original stand has been reduced and to reallocate the area in question. The Organiser reserves the right to require the Exhibitor to move to an alternative location in the Exhibition if, at their discretion, the reduction in size of the stand is detrimental to the Exhibition or other participants.

10. 
No Assignment: Agreement Personnel

10.1 
The Agreement and the licence granted to the Exhibitor by Condition 4 is personal to the Exhibitor; the Exhibitor may not assign, transfer, part with, share or grant any sub-licence in respect of the whole or part of the space allocated to him unless agreed in writing by a Manager or Director on the Organiser. 

10.2 The Exhibitor shall not permit any materials relating to firms or companies not being agents, principals, associated with, subsidiaries of or the holding Organiser of the Exhibitor (and in each case which shall have been duly listed on the Application) to be exhibited at or distributed from any stand nor shall the Exhibitor display anything other than material within the general subject matter of the Exhibition. The Organiser reserves the right to require any Exhibitor to remove any such material it, at its discretion, deems to fall outside the general subject matter of the exhibition.

11.
Holding of Exhibition

11.1 
The exhibitor acknowledges that it shall have no claim against the Organiser in respect to any loss or damage of any nature which it may suffer or incur in consequence of the Exhibition failing for any reason (other than a reason within the control of the Organiser) to be held. 

11.2 In the event that in the opinion of the Organiser, the commercial purpose of the Exhibition can be fulfilled by rearrangement or postponement of the Exhibition, substitution of another venue for the purpose of location, or in any other reasonable manner, the Agreement shall remain binding upon the Exhibitor and the Organiser and all such modifications shall be made in relation to the size and position of the stand allotted to the Exhibitor as the Organiser shall think fit.
11.3 New York and Paris Exhibition Dates are subject to venue confirmation and dates may alter.
12.
Fire and Safety Precautions

12.1 
The Exhibitor shall ensure that any materials used for the building, decorating or covering of the stand shall be non-flammable and will conform to the requirements of the fire regulations of the venue. Exhibitors shall not take or bring into the exhibition and explosive, inflammable, dangerous, harmful or illegal substance. 

12.2 
No goods shall be displayed in such a manner as, in the opinion of the Organiser, to obstruct the open spaces or gangways of the Exhibition Hall or to occasion inconvenience or hazard to the public or any other Exhibitor or otherwise to affect the display of any other exhibitor.

12.3 The Exhibitor undertakes to comply forthwith with any direction given by the Organiser relating to fire or other safety reasons or Condition 12.2 above.

12.4 The Exhibitor confirms that all exhibits, practices and operations are acceptable under current health and safety legislation and that the Exhibitor shall supply the Organiser with a full risk assessment not later than 6 weeks prior to the Exhibition Date

13. Open Space Stands
If an exhibitor books an open space stand, the following conditions apply.
13.1
Full dimensional drawings showing all constructional details and positions of machinery and exhibits must be submitted to the Organisers for approval 60 days before the date of the Exhibition.


13.2
The Exhibitor shall appoint a contractor acceptable to the Organiser (which may be the official stand contractor appointed by the Organiser for the Exhibition) to carry out interior work to the stand allotted to the Exhibitor.

13.3
All Stands and Exhibits will be subject to the approval of the Organisers both of drawing plans etc and when constructed.

13.4 The Organisers reserve the right to prevent work from being carried out by, or on behalf of any Exhibitor who has not submitted stand design drawings in accordance with the terms stated above.

These do not apply to exhibitors with a shell scheme site.
14. Dilapidation

14.1
All of the Exhibitor’s fixtures and fittings must be removed upon termination of this Agreement, however determined.

14.2
Exhibitors are responsible for the cost of making good, restoring or renewing all damage, whether caused by themselves, their agents or contractors or by any other person or persons employed or engaged on their behalf by any such agent or contractor.

]15.
Liability

15.1 
The Organiser shall indemnify the Exhibitor and keep the Exhibitor fully and effectively indemnified against any loss of or damage to any property or injury to or death of any person caused by any neglect act or omission or wilful misconduct of the Organiser, its employees, agents or sub-contractors. 

15.2 
The Exhibitor shall indemnify the Organiser and keep the Organiser fully and effectively indemnified against any loss of or damage to any property or injury to or death of any person caused by any neglect act or omission or wilful misconduct of the Exhibitor, its employees, agents, sub-contractors or invitees. 

15.3 
Except in respect of injury to or death of any person (for which no limit applies) the respective liability, of the Organiser and the Exhibitor under Conditions 15.1 and 15.2 and in respect of each event or series of connected events shall not exceed £2,000,000. 

15.4 Notwithstanding anything else contained in this Agreement the Organiser shall not be liable to the Exhibitor for loss of profits or contracts or other indirect or consequential loss whether arising from negligence, breach of contract or howsoever caused.

15.5 The Exhibitor shall take out adequate insurance in respect of the above risks.

16. Rights of the Organisers and Landlords

16.1
Right of Entry


The Organisers, the Landlords and those authorised by them respectively have the right to enter the Exhibition at any time to execute works, repairs and alterations and for other purposes.  No compensation will be payable to an Exhibitor for damage, loss or inconvenience so caused.


16.2
Failure of Services


The Organisers will use their reasonable endeavours to ensure that the services provided for the Exhibition are supplied but as the supply of such services is not within the Organisers' control they shall not incur any liability to the Exhibitor for any loss or damage if any of such services shall wholly or partially fail or cease to be available. Nor shall the Exhibitor be entitled to any allowance in respect of sums paid or due under this contract.

16.3
Organiser's Publications


The Organisers shall be free to include in either the Official Catalogue or other Promotional material prepared or issued by them any material or information supplied to the Organisers by the Exhibitor. The Exhibitor shall be responsible for ensuring the accuracy of all such material or information and shall indemnify the Organisers from all liability arising from publication of such material or information. The Organisers shall not in any event be responsible to the Exhibitor for any omissions, misquotations or other errors or for any breaches of copyright which may occur in the compilation of the official Catalogue or other promotional material.

16.4
Right of Veto on Exhibits


The Organisers at their sole discretion reserve the right to prohibit the display of any exhibit deemed to contravene the accepted bounds of public decency to include any work which may be seen to be pornographic or politically extremist.  The Organisers also reserve the right to prohibit exhibits which fail to meet the acceptable standards of the quality of work to be displayed or any work which, at the discretion of the Organisers, brings the show into disrepute.

16.5
Alterations to Stand Allotted

The Organisers reserve the right at any time to make such alterations in the floor plan of the Exhibition or in the specification for the Exhibitor's stand as in their absolute opinion they consider to be in the best interest of the Exhibition including (without prejudice to the foregoing) altering the size, shape or position of the space allotted to the Exhibitor. If the space allotted to the Exhibitor is thereby reduced, there shall be an appropriate reduction of the price for the stand stated in the Contract.


16.6
Photographic Rights

Photographic rights in the Exhibition are reserved to the Organisers who will appoint official photographers to carry out any photographic work required by the Exhibitor.


16.7
Access to the Halls

The Organisers reserve the right to refuse any person admission to the Exhibition premises and the further right to cause to be removed any person from the Exhibition premises at any time during the Organisers' occupation of the Exhibition premises. The Organisers will issue official admission tickets for visitors and none other shall be valid. The Exhibitor will be supplied with passes for his personnel which must be produced on request.  Passes and tickets are only valid in the name of the person to whom they are issued or sold.

16.8
Stand Signs

The Organisers reserve the right to affix the Exhibitor's name and stand number, directional and/or other signage within or to the Exhibitor's stand.


16.9
Terms and Conditions

The Organisers may at any time in the interest of the good management of the Exhibition impose such further Terms and Conditions of general application as they may in their absolute discretion think fit.
17. Conduct of the Exhibitor

17.1 Cinematographs, photographic slides, amplifiers, flashing lights and neon signs may only be used with the Organiser’s prior written consent.

17.2
No competitions, lotteries, draws or the like may be held without the Organiser’s prior written consent.

17.3
All efforts to advertise promote sales and operate exhibits must be conducted in such a way as will not cause any annoyance or inconvenience to other Exhibitors or visitors and must only take place on the Exhibitors allotted space. Further, the Exhibitor is responsible to the Organisers for seeing that his stand is maintained in a clean and tidy state throughout the period of the Exhibition.

17.4
The Exhibitor is not allowed to paste or otherwise to affix or exhibit advertisements anywhere in the building except on his own stand. The Exhibitor may not distribute advertising matter from the gangways but only from his stand and only in relation to his own goods.

17.5
The Exhibitor shall ensure that the Exhibitor's stand and exhibits are open to view and staffed by competent representatives during the Exhibition hours, failing  which the Organisers may at the Exhibitor's expense and in the Exhibitor's name arrange for this to be done or for the stand and exhibits to be removed or closed.  The Organisers shall not be liable for any resulting losses or damages of any kind.
17.6 The Exhibitor must conduct business only from his stand or appointed Exhibitor lounge areas. He must not under any circumstances canvass other Exhibitors or visitors elsewhere within the Exhibition premises.

18.
Notices

All notices which are required to be given hereunder shall be in writing and shall be sent to the address of the recipient set out in the Agreement or such other address as the recipient may designate by notice given in accordance with the provisions of this Condition. Any such notice may be delivered by hand or by first class pre-paid Letter and shall be deemed to have been served if by hand when delivered, if by first-class post 48 hours after posting.

19.
Headings

The headings to the Conditions are for ease of reference only and shall not affect the interpretation or construction of the Agreement.

20.
Parties

Where an Exhibitor comprises more than one company, firm or person, the liability of each of such persons to the Organiser shall be joint and several, any notice shall be properly served on all if served on any one of such persons, firms or companies and Condition 5 shall apply if any of the events listed shall occur in relation to any one of such persons, firms or companies.  At its discretion, the Organiser reserves the right to require the appointment of a single representative who will be responsible for the operation of this agreement on behalf of the party. 

21.
Application for Exhibition Space

Applications for exhibition space must be made using the Stand Application Form on the show website or some other form of application as supplied by the Organiser.  The application, if accepted by the Organiser, will constitute an agreement to exhibit and all conditions contained in this agreement will apply.
